the money or not? A new law that took
effect in August may benefit you and help
charity at the same time.

Several charitable components were at-
tached to the Pension Protection Act of
2006 that was recently signed into law.

One of these was the ability for individuals
to transfer up to $100,000 from an IRA
directly to a qualifying charity without rec-
ognizing the assets transferred to the charity

as

income. Consequently, the IRA holder
does not have to pay federal income tax on
this IRA distribution and it counts toward
the required minimum distribution.* This
benefit is available for the 2006 and 2007
tax years, and the donor must direct his or
her IRA trustee to make the contribution
directly to the charity.

IRA distributions that are transferred to
SCCF will meet the criteria for this new
benefit. Directing these contributions to an
endowment fund at SCCF like a scholar-
ship, field of interest fund, designated fund
or unrestricted fund is a perfect way to pro-
vide a stream of income to your favorite
charity for a long time. Also, until Decem-
ber 31, 2006, contributions to endowment
funds at SCCF qualify for a dollar-for-
dollar matching grant from the Kansas

Health Foundation for an endowment fund
for the benefit of children in south central
Kansas.

This year, your charitable gift can be a
triple win situation. You can meet your
required minimum IRA distribution require-
ments without increasing your income tax
liability; establish an endowment fund at
SCCF to help your favorite charity and
double the effect of your gift with a match-
ing gift from the Kansas Health Foundation.

*Since the donor is not declaring this distri-
bution as income, it does not qualify for a
federal charitable income tax deduction.
Consult your professional advisor to deter-
mine the effect of these new rules on your
specific tax situation.

Claudine was a person who loved her
community, was generous during her
lifetime and understood how to con-
tinue giving to the community after her
death.

In 1996 she gave a unique donation
to SCCF: a portion of Stanton County

land with the value of the land then
placed in an unrestricted endowment
fund. Annual Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP) payments and gas roy-
alties from this land have continued to
generate income that is now used for
community grants. These grants will
continue forever.

its ministry for years to come. Unfortu-
nately, the congregation began to rely on
the gift to meet its expenses and the
members reduced and even stopped their
personal giving. Once the bequest was
gone, the members were so out of the
habit of giving that they were unable to
meet their budget and just five years after
the bequest, the church closed its doors.

If this woman had a community foun-
dation available at the time, she could
have used the same bequest to establish
an endowment fund where the principal
would have been protected and the in-
come distributed annually to her church.
The ministry of the church would have
been enhanced; the members would have
stayed engaged in their own personal
giving and the ministry would have con-
tinued. This is only one example of how
community foundations help donors ac-
complish their charitable goals.
